1) ID/IPASSPORT: Never give a passport or
identity documents to anyone other than a
border guard. Carry them close to your body.

Take a picture of it with your phone so that you
have a back-up in case of loss or theft. Send
that copy to friends/family/email to yourself.

2) TRAVEL: All people with a Ukrainian passport
can use the Austrian Raiway (OBB) free
of charge. If you're traveling in taxis/buses/
other forms of transportation, update a family
member or friend of your location along the
way. If something seems suspicious, then get
out immediately.

Before you get into any means of transportation,
take a picture of the license plate and send it to
friends/family. Avoid getting into cars of drivers
who don' allow these pictures to be taken.

3) CONTACTS: Develop a code word with your
friends or family so that if you are in danger and
cannot say, they know what it means. They
should already have the picture of the license
plate and your current location.

4) MONEY: Hide the cash you carry on you,
maybe even in multiple places. Assume that
any bag or luggage you carry may have to be
left behind at some point.

Memorize your credit card/debit card number.

Memorize phone numbers for multiple
trustworthy people who would wire you money/
help you if you really need it and you lose your
phone.

5) ACCOMODATION: Askinadvance, ifanything
is expected of you for traveling or sleeping at
a certain place. Do not accept support from
someone who expects something in retum. If you
get to a place to stay and you do not feel safe,
leave it. There are large groups of volunteers and
NGOs offering a place to stay for free, in larger or
smaller cities throughout Austria.

6) WORK: If you consider working, make sure
to ask about the conditions beforehand. It's
important to know what salary they will pay,
if social insurance is included and if your
residence permit allows you to work or not.

You don't have to work if the conditions are not
what you agreed on or unsafe after you arrive
there!

What are signs of human trafficking?

Human Trafficking means the recruitment,
transportation, transfer, accommodation or
reception of people through force, fraud or
deception, with the aim of exploiting them for
profit. Men, women and children of all ages
and from all backgrounds can become victims
of this crime. It happens in every region of
the world. The traffickers often use violence
or fake employment agencies and fake
promises of education and job opportunities,
in order to trick and force their victims.

Always trust your gut feeling! If a helper does
not take “NO” for an answer, this may be a

warning sign. Someone who wants you to trust
them blindly and to pressure you into taking an
offer might have hidden interests.

No matter how well you protect yourself,
you can still be in a situation where you
don‘t see a choice.
